Gadchiroli district is very popular for different varieties of medicinal plants. The

medicinal and aromatic plants of this district are invaluable biological resources, closely
associated with health care, traditional and culture. Since olden days, man has been using
plants to cure the diseases and some of these traditional medicines still included as part of the
habitual treatment of various problems. The medicine is made available via natural health
care practice such as tribal knowledge, home herbal remedy and Ayurveda. These plant have
been grown or collected for thousands years, and the traditional knowledge about the plants
and their uses have been handed over by word of mouth from generation to generation
successfully. According to world health organization (WHO), more than 80% of the world
population relies on traditional medicines for their primary treatments needs.

Due to increasing export demand, dependence of the local people on the herbal flora
and their understood faith in the old traditional of Ayurvedic medicine would go a long way
in exploiting the wild plants for commercial return and expanding research activities to gain
productive result. Hence overharvesting, loss of habitat, increasing urbanization and decrease
forest area have been causing irreversible loss of medicinal plant population in the wild
habitat, resulting in decline in the volume of raw materials.
