1.1 Introduction

The term electronic banking or e-banking describes all transactions
between companies, institutions and individuals and their banking
institutions. Some banks, first conceived in the mid-1970s, offered
electronic banking to customers in 1985. However, the lack of Internet
users and the costs associated with using online banking, the dramatic
increase, the Internet explosion in the late 1990's made it more
convenient for people to transact on the web. Despite the dot com crash,
e-banking grew with the internet.

Online banking (or e-banking or e-banking) allows customers of a
financial institution. To make financial transactions on a secure website
run by the organization, which can do this. Be it a retail or virtual bank
credit union or a building society.

Online banking is the practice of banking or paying bills through the
internet. Thanks to technology and especially Intet, people will no longer
be left to buy a house, communicate or even do banking. With online
banking, a customer can withdraw a deposit and all payments are made
at the click of a mouse.

1. 2. History

When financial institutions took steps to implement e-banking services
in the mid-1990s, many consumers did not hesitate to make financial
transactions on the web. Electronic commerce based on trailblazing
companies such as America Online, Amazon.com and eBay was widely
adopted. By 2000, 80 percent of American banks offered e-banking.
Consumer consumption gradually increased. At Bank of America, for
example, it took 10 years to reach 2 million e-banking customers.
However, significant cultural changes took place after the fear of Y2K



subsided. Back of America 3 million online in 2001 Banking became the
first customer bank, accounting for more than 20 per cent of its customer
base. By comparison, major national organizations such as Citigroup
claim 2.2 million online connections globally, while JPMorgan Chase
estimates it has more than 750,000 online banking customers. Wells
Fargo had 2.5 million online banking customers, including small
businesses. Online customers turned out to be more loyal and profitable
than regular customers. In October 2001, Bank of America customers
implemented 3.1 million electronic bill payments, for a total of over 1
billion. In 2009, the Gartner Group reported that 47 percent of American
adults and the United Kingdom About 30 per cent of the bank's estimates
were made online.
